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ARTIST STATEMENT

        As an introspective child, I began a pattern of questioning the things around me, the structure of my society, the gender roles implied.  As a young woman, I am in limbo, between wanting to find a way to be the naïve child I once was, and trying to be a grown woman, uncomfortably seeking the answers to the questions I formed in my youth. My recent work reveals my obsession with the moment innocence is challenged. I fixate on human desire, both primal and innate, the desire for pleasure, wealth, and dominance. I’m intrigued by the gaze, by the sight of a preoccupied mind, by the dynamic relationships between male and female, rich and poor, old and young, weak and strong. 

      I work with collections of objects to represent forms of accumulation and excess. The objects act as symbols for the different ideas and histories I often contemplate. Texture is important in my work, as tactility can tell a story. I work juxtaposing silks, pastels and paint. I’m attracted to materials and constantly searching for ways to make them purposeful in my storytelling. The female figure may be the most important character in my work. I want my audience to see things in a particular way: in their emotional depth, their complexity, their open-ended questions, their yearning to be more, to be both beautiful and ugly.

      My work is about my questions and my confusions, my youth and my adulthood, the polarities of my society, the climate of my world. I’m fascinated by people's disposition. I’m influenced by music, by politics, by pop culture, by the sex industry, by war, by television, by the foreign and the mundane. The uncomfortable things in this world drive me to make art.
